Save this file as a Word Document.

1. Go to “File.”

2. Click “Save As...”

3. Save the file where you normally save Word Documents.

Scroll down to page two.

· The template for writing the final draft of your bill is on the page following these directions.

· You will be able to enter text only in the shaded areas.

· Do not use the [ENTER] key; just type your text and lines will automatically be added as they are needed.

SKIP all boxes.

· You will fill in the boxed information with pen or pencil later.

· You will not be able to type outside of the shaded areas.

Start by typing in the date and your name.

1. Highlight the text shown as “Select this text and enter today’s date” and type the current date.

2. Highlight the text shown as “Select this text and enter your name” and type your first and last name.

3. As you type, the letters you type will replace the selected text.

4. Retype your entry if you make a mistake. Don’t hit the enter key.

Continue typing your bill:

1. Highlight the text in each of the sections and type your text. 

2. Don’t hit the [ENTER] key.  If you need more space than the lines provided, continue typing and new lines will be added as you type. 

When you finish:

1. Go back to “File” and click “Save.”

2. Proofread the bill and correct any errors.  

3. Go back to “File” and click “Save” again.

4. Print 4 copies of the final bill (Print only the bill, not the instructions on page 1; don’t print 4 copies until you are sure all errors are corrected.

You will need at least FOUR COPIES of your final bill draft.
