Since 
most colleges and universities have differing standards and requirements, the 
counselor will be able to advise which courses are needed to pursue personal 
interest as well as those needed for admission! 
Advanced Placement (AP) classes (highly recommended for the College Bound 
Student) are offered at CHS in Biology, Physics, Chemistry, English, French, 
German, Spanish, U.S. History, European History and Math.  The student takes 
an exam in May which could result in the student being granted college credits 
for the course.  The exams are provided and scored by the College Entrance 
Exam Board for a fee.  Students may take the AP tests in other areas even 
though they have not had a special course in the subject. The teachers can help 
you decide if you are ready for the exams. 
Specific requirements have been established for entrance to all colleges and 
universities in the Oregon University System (EOU, OIT, OSU, PSU, SOU, U of O, 
and WOU).  College bound students should build their four-year plans around 
these proposed requirements.  CONSULT WITH BEYOND CHS OR YOUR 
COUNSELOR for current information.  See page 7 for college requirements. 
Students interested in playing college sports after graduation need to keep 
current with NCAA requirements.  See counselors and/or staff in Beyond CHS 
and the Athletic Office for up-to-date information.

Advanced Accounting 

Prerequisite:  Accounting 1 
Credits:  1 Applied Arts 

This course will review and expand on Accounting 1.  The emphasis will be on departmentalized 
corporate accounting.  Managerial accounting is introduced in the second half of the course.  Students 
successfully completing this course should have entry level skills for an accounting related occupation. 
 
Money Management 

Prerequisite:  10th, 11th or 12th grade standing 
Credits:  .5 Applied Arts 

Students will develop skills and knowledge necessary for living on their own.  They will prepare, 
analyze, and solve budget situations.  Checking accounting management and credit usage are 
emphasized.  Students will gain the skills necessary to analyze insurance, investment, and purchasing 
options.  Contracts, landlord/tenant rights and responsibilities will also be discussed.  Students will be 
able to correctly complete their federal and state tax returns.  Important economic principles will be 
discussed through the course. 
 
Introduction to Business 

10th, 11th, 12th grade standing 
Credits:  .5 Applied Arts 

This course will unlock the mysteries of what businesses are, how they work, and what impact they 
have on you as a student and a consumer.  You will learn what steps you can take to prepare yourself 
for a successful career in the business world.  This is a great starter course for those interested in 
business, management or technology. 
 
Business Law 

Prerequisite:  10th, 11th, or 12th grade standing 
Credits:  .5 Applied Arts 

Can your locker be searched without your permission?  In this course you will learn how the laws 
affect the citizen, the minor, and the consumer in such subjects as contracts, bailments, crimes and 
torts.  The student will be able to express more than one interpretation of the law and consider 
multiple points of views and perspectives.  They will analyze arguments and opinions using supportive 
evidence.

Computer Programming 

Prerequisite: Algebra 1, Computer Keyboarding Skills 
Credits: .5 Applied Arts 

A problem-solving approach is used to explore computer concepts and structured programming with 
easy to use, high-level computer languages. Students write programs to solve a variety of problems 
while exploring various computer-related topics. The course is for anyone interested in programming 
whether it be as a hobby or a vocation.  Computer skills and Geometry are recommended before 
taking this class; however, a student proficient in Algebra/Geometry 1 may take the class. 
 
Computer Science  C++ 

Prerequisite: Computer Programming 
Credits: .5 Applied Arts 
LBCC Credit Option 

This class is recommended for the person considering a career in computer science or related field 
(engineering, math, science, and business).  The emphasis will be on developing advanced 
programming and problem-solving techniques, the design process and software development cycle.  
This course covers the equivalent of two terms of college computer science and in conjunction with 
computer projects, prepares students for the Advanced Placement test in Computer Science if they 
choose to take it.  To take the  
AP Exam (highly recommended), one more semester of programming study is needed.  This can be 
achieved by enrolling in Computer Projects. Cooperative credit through LBCC is also available. 
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Multimedia Technology 
Prerequisite: Computer Class, Graphic Design, or Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: 1 Applied Arts 

This class gives students the opportunity to use a variety of technology tools to design multimedia 
projects.  Emphasis is on conveying ideas through technology-related media, the technical aspects of 
producing multimedia, and creativity. Possible components of the class include:  presentation 
software, web page design, web site development, video production, digital photography, 3-D 
modeling, sound mixing.  
 
Technology Support 

Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: .5 Applied Arts 

Supporting technology at a variety of levels will be the focus of this course.  Students will gain skills in:  
software evaluation and use; hardware setup and maintenance; troubleshooting hardware and 
software problems; network installation and management; other technology-related topics.  Students 
will get practice using their skills by assisting with installation and support of technology at CHS and 
elsewhere in the Corvallis School District.  Students will be given a large amount of responsibility and 
trust. Teamwork, desire to do quality work, and communication skills are essential. 
 
Computer Projects 

Prerequisite: Previous Computer Experience and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: .5 Applied Arts (credit may vary) 

This course is designed for the student who wishes to apply the skills gained in other computer classes 
or explore new areas of study.  Project topics are flexible and will be chosen to take advantage of each 
student's interest and talents. Projects can be designed to allow the student to explore additional 
programming languages (including preparation for the advanced placement exam) or other advanced 
topics in Basic, Pascal, C, assembly language, etc.  Students must be self-directed and willing to take 
on major responsibility. Instructor approval is required before enrolling in specific areas of study.  
(During some semesters, only some options may be offered.  See instructor before registering.)  The 
class may be repeated for credit. 
 
Web and Video Projects 

Prerequisite: Web and Video Production 
Credits: .5 Applied Arts (repeatable) 

Students taking this class will use skills developed in Multimedia and Web/Video classes to produce 
items for the World Wide Web, Channel 60ςEducational Access Channelςand other venues.  Students 
will generally work in teams to design and implement web pages and videos.  They will produce 
storyboards, plan and schedule productions, edit video tapes, and operate a TV studio.

Four English credits are recommended for all students and required for college admission!

Note:  Students may request to take any course except AP English Language and Comp.& AP English 
Lit & Comp. for remedial credit. Teacher approval is required.  Once students have made their choice, 
their  transcripts will be marked to show the remedial designation, and the students will meet standards 
appropriate to remedial students.

Read 180 

Prerequisite:   For students who are two or more years behind in reading;  
                       teacher recommendation required 
Credits:  .5 Elective                     

Read 180 provides structured support for improving basic reading comprehension, fluency, and 
vocabulary skills.  Students will receive instruction targeted to their specific needs by working in small 
groups, building skills through computer activities, and engaging in independent practice.  Students 
will learn key strategies for reading in content areas as well as independently reading of fiction and 
non-fiction. The use of leveled paperbacks and audio books that model reading will help students 
develop confidence in their reading fluency and comprehension.  Additional instructional support will 
include the integration of writing skills and grammar/usage activities within each reading component.

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Introduction to Literature,  

Prerequisites:   9th Grade standing or above 
Credits:    1 English 

 
Students will read a variety of materials including novels, short stories, plays, and nonfiction.  They will 
draw conclusions, form generalizations, express opinions, and analyze the texts.  By reading various 
types of literature and writing, students will develop their understanding of other people and of 
themselves.  Students will also write in a variety of forms with emphasis on expository writing.  They 
will develop their vocabulary and learn interpersonal and oral communication skills.   
 
Introduction to Literature Honors  

Prerequisites:  9th grade standing or above, teacher recommendation 
Credits:  1 English 

This challenging, fast-paced literature-based class will explore the major genres-short story, poetry, 
novel, drama, and non-fiction in a theme based manner.  Students will begin by making personal 
research connections with the work, but will also deepen their analytical abilities through formal and 
informal essay writing.  Students will also work on improving their vocabulary and oral 
communication skills.  Students are expected to have a good grasp of basic essay and paragraph 
structure, have well developed discussion and public speaking skills as well as have grade level or 
above reading ability to succeed in this class. 
 
World Literature  

Prerequisites:    Introduction to Literature  or Introduction to Literature Honors              
 Credits:    1  English 

This course offers a thematically based study of literature with an international focus.  The reading list 
includes novels and plays supplemented by short stories, poetry, and non-fiction selections.   Writing 
instruction and practice is integrated into all literature units and focuses on persuasive, expository, 
research, reader response, and personal narrative writing.  In addition, students will engage in 
vocabulary and grammar work designed to improve their writing skills and prepare for the PSAT/SAT. 
 
World Literature Honors  

Prerequisites:   Introduction to Literature or Introduction to Literature Honors 
Credits:     1 English 

This course offers a thematically based study of literature with an international focus.  The reading list 
includes novels and plays supplemented by short stories, poetry, and non-fiction selections.   Writing 
instruction and practice is integrated into all literature units and focuses on persuasive, expository, 
research, reader response, and personal narrative writing.  In addition, students will engage in 
vocabulary and grammar work designed to improve their writing skills and to prepare them for the 
PSAT/SAT.  At the honors level, the pace will be accelerated with most reading and writing 
assignments completed outside of class.  Students also will complete an independent reading project 
each quarter as well as challenging and self-directed writing and discussion projects. 
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English Workshop 
 Prerequisite: English 1 
 Credits:  1 English 
This course is recommended for students of all abilities who hope to strengthen their skills in reading 
and writing before moving on to an advanced level course.  Students will receive instruction and 
engage in text analysis, context analysis, constructing schema, and concentration and visualization 
skills.  Students will read a variety of genres.  In addition, students will receive instruction about and 
engage in the writing process with a focus on composition strategies and revision. 
 
American Literature 

Prerequisites:      World Lit. or World Lit Honors or teacher recommendation 
Credits:      1 English 

 
This semester course provides enriched learning through literature-history connections from early to 
multi-cultural contemporary America.  Students study authors and their works within their historical

This course involves daily reading, 
analysis, small group and class discussions, reading check tests, essays, reasearch, projects, and 
speeches/presentations. 
 
American Literature  Honors 

Prerequisites:     World Literature Honors or teacher recommendation 
Credits:      1 English 

 
Strongly recommended as a parallel class for students enrolled in AP U.S. History, this year-long 
course provides enriched learning through integrated literature-history connections from early to 
multi-cultural contemporary America. Students study authors and their works within their historical

appreciation, enjoyment, and knowledge of major authors and significant trends/themes in American 
literary history. Five in-class and two independent novels and/or plays are combined with a wide 
range of selections of short fiction, poetry, and nonfiction to create a broad understanding and 
awareness of American literary tradition. Independence, time management, cooperation, problem-
solving, and consistency are essential. This course involves extensive reading, advanced analysis, small 
group and class discussions, reading check tests, essays, research, projects, and 
speeches/presentations. It provides additional preparation for those who take the AP U.S. History 
exam and the SAT. Students leave the course as more perceptive readers, more effective writers and 
public speakers, and more refined critical thinkers.  
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Creative Writing: 
Prerequisites:  American Literature or Honors, teacher recommendation ς May be taken 
concurrently with American Lit 
Credits 1 English 

 
This course will be writing-intensive.  Students will write in a variety of forms, including memoir, 
poetry, short story vignette, and creative non-fiction.  Students will also examine important novels, 
poems, and short story collections, responding to them in a variety of ways, including critical review 
and expository essays.  Students will write creatively every day and build grammar and vocabulary.  
Throughout the course, the class will build community by sharing writing and peer-editing. 
 
Contemporary Literature 

Prerequisites: American Literature or Honors, teacher recommendation ς may be taken 
concurrently with American Lit 

 Credits:  1 English 
 
Contemporary Literature is a semester long course which focuses on literature written after 1980, 
acknowledging the many incredible, recent authors around the world.  Students will choose many of 
their books and form reading groups around their interests.  Students will read novels, short stories, 
poetry and creative non-fiction, use this reading for models of personal writing, and write thoughtful 
analysis.  Students must be able to function in group situations, enjoy reading, and be able to deal in a 
mature fashion with some of the issues that contemporary literature raises. 
 
Mythology 

Prerequisites:  American Literature or Honors, teacher recommendation ςmay be taken 
concurrently with American Lit 
Credits:   1 English 

 
This is a world mythology class.  The course begins with an overview of the psychological, cultural, and 
historical dimensions of myth.  Students will read a wide variety of myths from many cultures, as well 
as literary works which contain mythic elements.  Students will apply their knowledge of mythic 
elements and archetypes by analyzing their use in literature, film, and popular culture.  Students will 
write essays and critical summaries.  This is a project based class. Students will work alone and in 
groups on several presentations throughout the semester. 
 
Shakespeare 

Prerequisites:    American Literature or Honors, teacher recommendation ς may be taken 
concurrently with American Lit. 
Credits:     1 English

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AP  English Language & Composition (formerly College Writing) 
Prerequisites:   American Literature or Honors, teacher recommendation 
Credits:   1  English 
LBCC Credit Option 

 
This one semester course prepares students for the full spectrum of language skills necessary for 
college and professional success. Students will read, analyze, discuss, and respond to primarily 
nonfiction material.  By the end of the course, students will be well prepared to take the Advanced 
Placement English Language and Composition Exam as well as the Writing 121 assessment through 
Linn-Benton Community College. During the semester, students will learn effective reading, note 
taking, discussion, peer editing, and response strategies.  Students will practice a variety of writing 
modes, including scholarship and college application essays, narrative and expository essays, film and 
book reviews, technical writing and a persuasive research paper.  Students will write many in-class 
essays to prepare for college midterms and finals.  The best of these essays will be revised for a 
portfolio of finished works.  Many colleges offer a credit or course advancement for strong scores on 
the AP exam.  Seniors also have the choice to take this course for college credit from Linn-Benton 
Community College which also is accepted at many universities.  To qualify for LBCC credit, seniors will 
need to pay the admission fee, take the College English Placement Test and earn at least a B in the 
class. 
 
AP English Literature and Composition 

Prerequisites:    12th grade standing and American Literature or teacher recommendation 
Credits:    1 English 

 
Advanced Placement English Literature and Composition is a college-level course designed to develop

In addition to writing 
assignments, students will complete an independent reading project each semester that allows 
personal selection of reading material and tailoring of related assignments.  It is a year-long class that 
ends with a trip to Ashland to see literature come alive on state.  Many colleges offer credit or 
advanced placement for strong scores on the AP Exam.  Seniors also have the choice to take this 
course for college credit from Linn-Benton Community College which is accepted at many universities.  
To qualify for LBCC credit, seniors will need to pay the admission fee, take the College English 
Placement Test and earn at least a B in the class. 
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English Language Learners  

Program for English Language Learners 
  
The program for English Language Learners provides intensive instruction in reading, writing, listening 
and speaking English.  Language instruction seeks to enable learners to use the English language to 
communicate with others, participate in academic study and access all programs and offerings at CHS.   
 
Students will participate in English Language Development (ELD) courses designed by ESL specialists 
who will emphasize reading and communication skills.  Students will also participate in general 
education with classroom teachers who design lessons especially for ELD students.  ELD supported 
content classes will be offered to support ELD students in those content areas.

Prerequisite: Score of 1 on the ELPA or equivalent level 

Credits: 1 Elective 
 

This course is designed to develop listening, speaking, skills a the beginning/early intermediate level 
of English.  This course is guided by the Beginning/Early Intermediate proficiency benchmarks in the 
Oregon ELD Standards.  Students acquire a basic vocabulary which they use for functioning in school, 
the workplace, and the community. Using student generated topics, students will study and practice 
basic grammatical structures in a variety of situations in order to master these structures.  By the end 
of the year students will express their own ideas in sentences and understand simple conversations.  
Finally they will give an impromptu speech in this class. 
 
English Language Development 2 

Prerequisites:  Completion of ELD I or equivalent level 
Credits:   1 elective 

This course is designed to develop listening, speaking, reading and writing skills at the intermediate 
level of English.  This course is guided by the Intermediate proficiency benchmarks in  the Oregon ELD 
Standards.  Students develop a richer vocabulary which they will use to express their opinions, 
participate in discussions, and demonstrate critical thinking skills.  Using student generated topics, 
students will study and practice more complex grammatical structures and verb tenses in a variety of 
situations in order to master these structures.  By the end of the year students will master writing at 
the paragraph level using topic sentences and supporting details and read and comprehend articles, 
essays and short novels.  Additionally, they will be required to give an impromptu speech.

Students will study and practice complex grammatical structures 
and verb tenses in order to fully participate in all classroom discussions and assignments.  Students 
will develop study skills necessary for success in academic settings.  Students will practice compare 
and contrast and cause and effect writing, concentrating on format, topic sentences, organization 
sentence fluency and the mechanics of English.  Students will read novels, short stories, poetry and 
non-fiction and use essential strategies and skills to construct meaning and respond thoughtfully.

Prerequisites:  Instructor placement 
Credits:  1.0 Elective 

This course is designed to teach the basic level of language arts skills to non-native speakers of 
English.

Prerequisite: Ability to work effectively as a team member 
Credits:  .5 Applied Arts 

$15 lab fee require  This class combines principles of food preparation, current consumer, and 
nutritional information in preparing a variety of foods.  Students will gain the basic knowledge and 
skills for the healthy and safe food preparation through readings, lectures, demonstrations, 
research, videos, guest speakers and hands on teamwork in preparing food.  Principles of 
planning, budgeting, evaluating, good nutrition, alternative cooking techniques, food service, and 
food sanitation are employed.  Students will have the opportunity to earn a Food Handler's 
Certificate which is required in Oregon for anyone who handles food for the public.  Students will 
be evaluated on their teamwork as well as their individual work. 
 
Culinary Arts I (a Hospitality and Tourism Pathway) 

Prerequisite:  10th,  11th, or 12th grade standing and Foods I 
Credits:   1 Applied Arts

This course uses the ProStart curriculum, written by the National Restaurant Association 
Educational Foundation.

Life Management Skills 

Prerequisites:   10th, 11th, or 12th grade standing; ability to work independently and in 
groups;  ability to apply critical thinking skills to problems 
Credits:    .5 Applied Arts 

This class is designed for students to develop knowledge and skills for living on their own.  
Students explore and identify personal economic concerns involving banking, budgeting, credit, 
clothing, food, insurance, housing, roommates, taxes, and more.  Students explore existing 
problems to extend their understanding of possible solutions through a practical reasoning 
process.  Information is gathered from a variety of materials:  readings, research, utilizing current 
technology tools, guest speakers, and videos.  Students analyze issues and express conclusions in 
writing, listen and reflect on guest speaker topics, and work on consumer economic projects in 
groups and as individuals.  This course will act as a building block for students to achieve a better 
life, a better career, and a better future, personally and financially. 
 
A.I.M. (Apparel, Interiors, and Fashion Merchandising) 

Prerequisite: Ability to work independently and in groups,  sewing lab or sewing skills  
Credits:  1 Applied Arts

Students who are interested in careers dealing with apparel, fashion 
merchandising, and/or textiles will gain important job skills.  Other students will enjoy learning 
skills that can be satisfying and rewarding as a productive use of leisure time.  Students will plan 
their individual sewing projects and learning activities according to their ability and level.  The 
student furnishes materials and supplies.  This class may be repeated at a more advanced level. 
 
Child Development 

Prerequisites: Ability to work and communicate positively with a variety of people.  Also be 
able to understand and demonstrate appropriate behaviors in the preschool. 
Credits:   1 Applied Arts 

This course provides opportunities for students to learn more about family, parenting, and how 
children develop physically, socially, emotionally, and mentally through classroom instruction, 
discussion, guest speakers, and on-site preschool experiences.  Students will create and 
implement lesion plans for the preschool in a variety of areas including art, music, reading, 
science, large muscle, and cooperative free play.  This is a great course for students looking to 
pursue a career with children or to have a better understanding of a healthy family.  Child 
Development will benefit anyone planning careers that involve working with your (medicine, 
sports, teaching and counseling). 
 
Human Development 

Prerequisites: None 
Credits:. 
5 Applied Arts 

 Students in this course will develop the skills necessary to build successful peer and family 
relationships.  Class activities will stimulate thought on critical issues:  pre-natal development, 
birth, sibling relationships, self-esteem, gender roles, family systems, parenting, communication, 
personal relationships, responsible decision-making, and children.  Students will have a choice 
between two projects; either the "Baby Think It Over" doll or doing a job shadow in the human 
development field. The doll is a computerized infant simulator that needs to be properly cared for 
just like a real baby.  In an environment that is accepting of all viewpoints, students will practice 
deliberating current social controversies through class discussions, debates, videos, guest 
speakers, and projects.

Stone setting, repousée and copper enameling are 
advanced techniques that will be learned. 
 
Ceramics 1 

Prerequisite: None                                 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

$15 lab fee required. 
Students will create a variety of art using clay on the potter's wheel and using sculptural 
techniques.  They will create functional and sculptural forms, glaze their work, and learn about 
kilns.  Studying various cultures, students will develop understanding of other people as well as 
themselves.  Students will work with many clays including stoneware and porcelain and fire their 
work using stoneware kilns, raku kilns, and pit firings.  They will develop an art vocabulary and 
learn how to access their art through sketching and class reviews.  Within the class, students will 
complete vases, bowls, covered jars, coil and slab pots, sculptural forms, and glaze pots. 
 
Ceramics 2 

Prerequisite: Ceramics 1 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

$20 lab fee required. 
This course will continue where Ceramics 1 left off.  Students will further develop their technical 
skills using the potter's wheel and create sculpture with emphasis placed on quality, 
craftsmanship, and creativity.  Students will explore forms in more depth and develop more 
awareness about their work and the forces that influenced it, including cultural, aesthetic, and 
utilitarian.  Glazing and firing ceramics, making handles, creating sets, covered jars along with the 
study of clay artists will be part of Ceramics 2.  Students will be evaluated on their work using self-
assessment, oral reviews, and written assignments.  
 
Art and Architecture 

Prerequisite: None 
Credits:  .5 Fine Art 

$15 lab fee required. 
Why do some buildings look so exciting and appealing to you?  Have you ever thought about 
becoming an architect or designing your dream home?  This course will cover the information you 
need to design and create plans for your future home.  You will study numerous topics including 
architecture, landscape architecture, interior design environmental construction, and how art is 
used in designing beautiful and creative structures.  Activities will include drafting floor plans, 
drawing elevations and creating models of buildings.  You will learn about architectural styles, 
famous architects, study local architecture in Corvallis,  and create a portfolio that could be used 
for your application to architecture school. 
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Music  
 
Music students are encouraged to explore a variety of course work when possible.  Vocal students 
should consider instrumental classes and instrumental students could benefit from the study of 
voice. 
 
Music Theory and Composition 

Prerequisite: None  
Credits:  2 Fine Arts 

 
Students will demonstrate the ability to understand and use the following:  notation, scales, keys, 
and intervals; triad forms and function both primary and secondary; harmonization; listening skills 
through melodic and harmonic dictation; musical form.  They will compose using all tools learned 
and develop music proficiency.  Performance experience on an instrument or through voice would 
be helpful.  Some knowledge of basic musicianship in sight reading, performance experience, and 
some keyboard skills would help prepare students for this course. 

 
 
An audition Jazz Band Ensemble, for those with experienced in jazz-related instruments, 
meets as an activity (not for credit) before school (6:45 am) 3-4 days per week.  See Mr. 

Price for more details.  There is a monthly fee charged but scholarships are available as 
needed.  Repertoire will consist of a wide spectrum of styles and improvisation will be 

introduced and studied.  The band will perform throughout the year at band concerts, jazz 
festivals and community events.   
 
Concert Band 

Prerequisite: Previous instrumental experience or instructor approval 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

This ensemble is a year-long class for students entering high school.  Having a general knowledge 
of musical notation,  instrument technique and basic music theory is suggested.  Students will 
continue to develop musical skills which include playing with proper intonation, posture, breath 
support and proper rehearsal techniques.  Grading will be based on participation, citizenship, 
attendance and required performances.  Activities include football and basketball games, concerts 
and band festivals.   
Each student will be responsible to purchase their concert uniform.      
 
Symphonic Band 

Prerequisite: Previous instrumental experience,  audition or instructor approval  
Credits: 1 Fine Arts    

This ensemble is a year-long class for students in grades 10-12.  Symphonic Band is for students 
who will continue to excel on musical instruments with focus on intonation, technique, breath 
support and posture.  Students will be able to play a musical phrase and to experience feelings 
and emotion through the performance of music.  Students are responsible for preparing their 
music, care of music and instrument.  Grading will be based on participation, citizenship, 
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attendance and required performances.  Activities include football and basketball games, concerts 
and band festivals.  Each student will be responsible to purchase their concert uniform.      
Wind Ensemble      

Prerequisite: Previous instrumental experience,  audition or instructor approval  
Credits:  1 Fine Arts 

 
The advanced year-long ensemble consists of limited instrumentation and with students in grades 
10-12, with advanced skills on their instrument.  Wind Ensemble students will perform a wide 
variety of advanced literature.  All students will be responsible for preparing their music for 
rehearsals.  Advancing knowledge in the areas of technique, music theory, and music history will 
be studied in this ensemble.  Grading will be based on participation, citizenship, attendance and 
required performances. Private study is not required for participation in Wind Ensemble, but is 
encouraged.   Activities include football and basketball games, concerts and band festivals.  Each 
student will be responsible to purchase their concert uniform.      
 
Mixed Chorus 

Prerequisite: None  
Credits:  1 Fine Arts 

Mixed Chorus is a beginning performance group open to any student who is interested in a singing 
experience. Students will have the opportunity to develop fundamentals in sight-reading, 
musicianship, vocal technique, and performance.

Treble Ensemble 

Prerequisite: None 
Credits:  1 Fine  Arts 

Treble Ensemble is a performance group open to any student who is interested in a singing 
experience.  A variety of literature from early chamber music to contemporary popular music will 
be explored in the upper vocal range.  Students will have the opportunity to develop sight-reading 
skills, musicianship, performance technique, and basic theory. Performance commitments will 
include school and community concerts.  No audition required. 
 
Concert Choir 

Prerequisites: By audition, student must demonstrate ability to:  sing with a focused tone; 
use proper elementary vocal technique; use basic sight-reading skills; work successfully 
with others 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

Concert Choir is an advanced group of selected sophomore, juniors, and seniors.  Students will 
have the opportunity to develop sight-reading skills, music interpretation of various styles, 
musicianship, performance technique, and basic theory.  Performance commitments will include 
festivals, tours, exchanges, and school and community concerts. 
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Vocal Jazz 
Prerequisites:   By audition, students must satisfy the Concert Choir criteria and be willing 
to develop improvisational technique 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

This choir is open with audition only to any boy or girl who wishes to pursue the study of vocal 
jazz.  Students will have the opportunity to develop solo improvisation as well as ensemble 
technique.  Various styles in swing, jazz, and popular music will also be explored.  Students must 
also be enrolled in Concert Choir. 
 
Concert Orchestra 

Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

This course is taught at Crescent Valley High School during D Block.  Students who sign up for 
Orchestra will be transported by bus to and from CV.  Concert Orchestra is for string students with 
less orchestral experience (placement is by teacher).  Meeting days are Mondays and Wednesdays 
and the first and third Fridays.  [For D Block on other days, students will either have a Study Hall 
or sign up for a one-credit course which meets on the alternate days.]  Interested students, please 
call Mr. Creighton at 757-5763. 
 
Chamber Orchestra 

Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

This course is taught at Crescent Valley High School during D Block.  Students who sign up for 
Orchestra will be transported by bus to and from CV.  Chamber Orchestra is for string students 
with more orchestral experience (placement is by teacher).  Meeting days are Tuesdays and 
Thursdays and the second and fourth Fridays.

Introduction to Theater        

Prerequisite: None  
Credits:  1 Fine Arts  

This class is a comprehensive introduction to the theatre from  acting to history and literature to 
design.  We will read plays from the various time periods and styles, view videos of productions 
and film adaptations and study production aspects such as lighting, set, costume, and prop design, 
as well as the fundamentals of acting:  Students will perform and design a variety of projects 
during the term.   

Fundamentals of Acting 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Theatre and approval of the instructor 
Credits 1 Fine Arts 

This is a further study into the skills required of actors.  Students should have a basic 
understanding of the principles of performance prior to enrollment.  Students will learn speech 
for stage, period theatre styles, character development, basic stage combat, script analysis, acting 
for the camera, producing a radio play, resumes and headshots, choosing an agent, auditioning 
techniques including choosing and performing a monologue, selling a song, and basic 
choreography. 
 
Play Production 

Prerequisite:  Introduction to theatre and approval of the instructor 
Credits:  1 Fine Arts 

This year long class is designed to prepare the students for work producing plays including units 
on directing, stage management, house management, publicity, theatre business management, 
grant writing, costume design and construction, mask design and construction, and advanced 
make-up design and application.  Students in the class will participate in main stage and studio 
productions as well as continue to work on personal portfolios and professional certifications. 
 
Ensemble Theatre 

Prerequisite:  Introduction to Theater , fundamentals of acting and Instructor approval 
Credits: 1 Fine Arts 

This is an intensive studio course that functions as an ensemble performance company.  Students 
should have a working knowledge of the principles of performance and character development 
prior to enrollment.  Students will engage in advanced acting theory, intensive stage work, 
physical theatre, historical and philosophical inquiry, and stylistic acting techniques including

Many advanced elements of production and design will be covered, including rigging for the stage, 
stage management, set design and construction, lighting design and theory, sound design and 
theory and properties.  The class functions as the primary source for the design building and 
running crew for our major and minor productions.  Students in the class will participate in main 
stage and studio productions a well as continue to work on personal portfolios and professional 
certifications.  Students completing this course and its requirements will have opportunities to 
work backstage on major visiting productions to the CHS Auditorium.

Prerequisites:  Pre-Algebra or Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: .5 Math and .5 Elective for each of Algebra 1A and Algebra 1B. This two-semester 
course is equivalent to Algebra 1.  It is recommended that Algebra be taken in consecutive 
semesters. 

 
Topics include order of operations, solving single-variable equations, and proportions and 
percents. Emphasized are linear equations and their graphs.  Students will engage in problem 
solving and real-world applications throughout this course. Math work samples at level 4 will be 
offered.  Calculator requirements: Scientific required, Graphing suggested for those who plan to 
advance through Algebra 2. 
 
Algebra 1B  

Prerequisites:  Pass Algebra 1A  with  an A, B, or C grade 
Credits:     .5 Math and .5 Elective for each of Algebra 1A and Algebra 1B 

 
Topics this semester include solving systems of linear equations using a variety of methods. 
Simplifying radicals and products and factors of binomials are also essential components. Students 
will continue to engage in problem solving and real-world applications throughout the remainder 
of this semester. Math work samples at level 4 will be offered.  Calculator requirements: Scientific 
required, Graphing  suggested for those who plan to advance through Algebra 2. 
 
Algebra 1 

Prerequisites:  Pre-Algebra (grade A, B, C) or Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: 1 Math 

 
Students in this course will explore topics including order of operations, solving single-variable 
equations, and proportions and percents. Included are linear equations and inequalities and their 
graphs, and solving systems of equations. Basic probability and data display, simplifying radicals, 
and products and factors of binomials are also essential components. Students will engage in 
problem solving and real-world applications throughout this course. Math work samples at level 4 
will be offered.  Calculator requirements: Scientific required, Graphing recommended. 

Informal Geometry 

Prerequisites:  Algebra 1 with C grade or Algebra 1A&B and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits: 1 Math  
$3 Supply fee 

 
This one-semester course defines geometric models and investigates properties of shapes, then 
utilizes those properties to validate further conjectures. Informal Geometry offers students a 
hands-on approach to learning geometry and uses both inductive and deductive reasoning. This 
course focuses on patterns, line and angle properties, parallel line conjectures, triangle and 
polygon properties, triangle congruence, and constructions. The learning activities utilized 
promote major concept mastery, long-term retention, and deep understanding of those concepts.  
Math work samples at level 4 will be offered.  Materials required: Scientific calculator and $3 supply 
fee for construction tools. 
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Algebra with Statistics  
Prerequisites:  Algebra 1 or Algebra 1B (grade A, B, C) and Teacher Recommendation; best 
taken after Informal Geometry 
Credits: 1 Math  

 
Students will extend their algebraic knowledge by exploring quadratic and rational functions and 
their graphs. Real-world data is explored as students study topics in statistics and probability.  
Topics include descriptive statistics, graphical displays, probability, and linear regression. 
Technology is used to analyze information throughout the course.   Calculator required:  Graphing 
recommended.             
  
Geometry 

Prerequisites: Algebra 1 with a grade of A or B; or C with Teacher Recommendation  
Credits: 1 Math 

This course consists of an integrated and interactive study of many topics including algebra, 
geometry, probability, and problem solving.  Both deductive and inductive reasoning are used in 
the study of geometry topics, which include:  (1) reasoning and proof, (2) points, lines, angles, and 
planes, (3) polygons, with a special focus on triangles, right triangles, and quadrilaterals,  (4) 
congruence and similarity, (5) circles, and (6) area, perimeter, surface area, and volume.  Math 
work samples at level 4 will be offered.  Calculator required:  Scientific calculator required, 
graphing calculator is encouraged. 
 
Algebra 2 

Prerequisites:  Geometry (A, B, or C grade) and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits:  1 Math 

 
This course is the third in a sequence of college preparatory mathematics courses. Topics include 
equations and inequalities, linear equations and functions, linear systems and matrices, 
polynomials, rational exponents and radical functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, 
counting methods and probability, and data analysis and statistics. Mathematical models and 
their graphs, problem solving, applications, and technology are strongly emphasized and are 
woven throughout the course. Math work samples at level 4 will be offered. Calculator required: 
Graphing. 
 
Advanced Algebra 

Prerequisites:  Geometry (grade A or B) and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits:  1 Math 
LBCC:  Credit Option 

 
This course is designed for the student who is ready for a significantly faster paced, rich 
integration of Algebra 2 and College Algebra. Besides topics from Algebra 2 mentioned above, 
students will study conic sections, practice basic programming on the graphing calculator, and 
enhance their study of functions, complex numbers, and matrices.  Calculator required:  Graphing.

College Algebra/Trig 
Prerequisites: Algebra 2 with a grade of A or B grade and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits:   1  Math 

              LBCC: Credit Option 
Students in this course will explore and extend algebraic relations and functions, focusing on 
polynomial functions, rational functions, conic functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, 
and trigonometric functions, and the graphs and zeros of each. In addition, systems of equations 
and inequalities, matrices, complex numbers, and trigonometric identities will be studied. 
Calculator required: Graphing. 
 
AP Statistics 

Prerequisites:  11th or 12th grade, Alg. 2 ( A or B  grade) and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits:  1 Math 

              LBCC:  Credit Option 
Students will build on their knowledge of graphical displays of one and two variable data, 
descriptive statistics and basic probability.  New topics include: sampling procedures, 
experimental design, probability distributions, confidence intervals and hypothesis testing.  Real 
data is used throughout the course and an extended learning project will be completed.  Videos, 
software, and TI-83 calculators complement the course to prepare students for the Advanced 
Placement Statistics test in early May.  Students may also choose to earn LBCC credit if they 
register and complete the course with an A or B and have passed the LBCC placement test.  
Calculator required:  Graphing, TI-83+ family preferred. 
 
Advanced Pre-Calculus 

Prerequisites:   Advanced Algebra (A, B, or C grade) and Teacher Recommendation 
Credits:  1 Math 

   LBCC:    Credit Option 
This course is designed for students who have successfully completed an Advanced Algebra 
course.  (Please note that Advanced Algebra at CHS incorporates both Algebra 2 and College 
Algebra; therefore transfer students are expected to have completed a course equivalent to 
College Algebra prior to enrolling in Advanced Pre-Calculus.)  Topics range from analytical 
geometry (conic sections) to trigonometric functions and graphs, polar equations, parametric 
equations, vectors and determinants, and sequences and series.  Calculator required: Graphing. 
 
AP Calculus w/Analytic Geometry 

Prerequisites:   College Alg./Trig or Advanced Pre-calculus (A, B, or C grade) and Teacher 
Recommendation 
Credits:  1 Math 

   LBCC:    Credit Option 
This course is designed for those students who have a strong interest in mathematics and need a 
solid background in higher mathematics for future studies.  The class will cover topics from 
Calculus with topics from Analytic Geometry integrated into the course.  Topics include:  limits, 
continuity, derivatives and their applications, graphs and curve sketching, integration, methods of 
integration, applications of the definite integral, and transcendental functions.   Students are 
eligible to take the Advanced Placement test in May for which they may earn college credit.  
Calculator required:  Graphing. 
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NOT FOR MATH CREDIT 
Algebra Prep 

Prerequisites:  Teacher Recommendation 
Credit:  1 elective (not for math credit) 

Placement in this class is dependent upon teacher recommendation.  Recommended for students 
to review arithmetic skills with whole numbers, integers, decimals, fractions, and percent.  
Problem solving using algebra, geometry, probability, and statistics will be introduced.  Hands on 
exploration will be used to meet the needs of diverse learners.  Students will advance to  
Algebra 1A upon teacher recommendation.

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Court Games  
Prerequisite: None  
Credits: .5 P.E. 

Units will cover fundamentals, rules, and strategy involved in basketball, soccer,  and hockey and 
team handball.  Individual skills and team concepts will be discussed. The primary focus will be 
basketball and the conditioning required to keep up in this fast paced game.    
Aerobics/Conditioning 

Prerequisite: None 
Credits: .5 P.E. 

This class is designed to increase your cardiovascular fitness, flexibility, muscular strength, and 
muscular endurance. Activities will include aerobic movement to music, jog/walks on designated 
routes, body part exercises to music, weight training, relaxation, basic self-defense, and stretching 
techniques. 
Weight Training/Plyometrics 

Prerequisite: None 
Credits: .5 P.E. 

This class provides students the opportunity to drastically improve strength and power.  Each 
student will create and implement an individual training plan as well as gain knowledge of 
different training systems.  Each student will also participate in flexibility/agility/plyometric 
workouts.  Greater intensity in workouts is expected in this class beyond the Fitness Concepts 
expectations.   
Advanced Weight Training/Sports Preparation 

Prerequisite:  Fitness Concepts and Weight Training (A or B grade) or Teacher 
Recommendation 
Credits::  .5 P.E. 

This class is designed with the Athlete in mind.  The goal is to provide students the opportunities 
to participate in very sport specific strength/power/and skill building activities.  Each individual is 
asked to show improvement in individually specified areas of strength training and sport skill.  
Serious training expected. 
Outdoor Recreation 

Prerequisites:   11th or 12th grade status; current first-aid card; access to working 
mountain bike 
Credits: .5 P.E. 

   Fee: $40 to pay for equipment and facility use 
Outdoor recreation provides a classroom for living skills.  Students will learn the importance of 
responsible interaction with and appreciation for their environment.  They will engage in a variety 
of outdoor recreation types of activities such as mountain biking, hiking, orienteering, running, 
weight training, and rock climbing.  Community experts in whitewater rafting, fly fishing, kayaking, 
backpacking, and mountain climbing will provide workshops and discussions.  Students will 
develop fitness levels that will encourage lifelong participation in outdoor pursuits through 
cardiovascular training and weight training.  This class may include some off-campus activities, 
such as bike trips and trips to the OSU climbing wall or orienteering site.

Materials Science 
Prerequisite: None 
Credits: 1 Science 

Materials Science is the study of the materials that make up all the objects in your everyday world 
and your future.  The focus of the course will be on materials like metals, ceramics/glass, 
plastics/polymers, woods, and composites.  Students will make metallic alloys, cast jewelry, make 
stained glass from scratch, polymer creations, and more. A background in materials science will 
enhance your interest and knowledge in fields as broad as electronics, auto, woods, chemistry, 
engineering, and just being a consumer.  Creativity and handiness will be emphasized in this 
course. 
 
Horticultural Science 

Prerequisite: None 
Credits: 1 Science 

This practical, lab based course will cover the science of plants and their environments.  Areas of 
study will include:  plant anatomy, physiology, ecology and nutrition; soils; integrated pest 
management; photosynthesis; plant identification and propagation; greenhouse management; 
floral design; ethno botany; use and maintenance of horticultural tools; career opportunities and

Prerequisite: None 
Credits: 1 Science  

This dynamic, lab based course offers an introduction to the study of marine science and will 
include:  ocean basin formation; origins and properties of water and dissolved materials; ocean 
circulation; global weather patterns; classification of marine environments; ecological 
principle s of marine systems; characteristics of marine life forms; fisheries; aquaculture 
and mariculture; human impact on the 
marine environment and issues and decisions 
involving the ocean.   òHands-onó will be the 
learning focus including outdoor projects 
such as stream restoration of Dixon Creek. 
 
Biophysical Foundations (BpF) 

Prerequisite: Pass Pre-Algebra with C or 
better 
Credits: 1 Science 

 
Biophysical Foundations is a two-credit, entry-level science class that is strongly recommended for 
all other science courses except Horticulture, and Materials Science.  Students will use scientific 
method to design and conduct experiments.  They will use precise measurement tools, represent 
data in a variety of ways, analyze and describe chemical change and structure, analyze energy and 
its interactions, describe cell structure, function, interaction, and human body systems.  Within 
the course, students will learn the fundamentals of biology, chemistry, and physics. This class 
requires strong use of fractions and understanding "the order of operations."
