Principal’s Greeting 
 

Dear Parents, 

Budget Process-  509J schools will be down a minimum of $1.5 million dollars for 
next school year according to early projections.  The loss of the local option levy ($1.5 
million) and state budget shortfalls force us to make tough decisions on areas for 
budget reductions.  Our district will be taking input from staff and public over the next 4 
– 6 weeks regarding how to make those reductions.   

As parents, you have an obligation and an opportunity to let your elected 
representatives, the school board, and the schools know about your priorities.  Please 
watch for news about meetings at each building level.  In addition, groups that are 
already meeting will be providing the superintendent with their input.  Your input will 
also be welcomed at the time of the district’s budget hearings in late April and May. 

Respect-  Many of you have heard through our email or through your children that 
we have had several events recently that have helped to refocus our commitment to 
respect for one another, no matter what our differences.  I am convinced that our 
students are very caring and want to be called on to respect one another.  
Harassment, verbal or physical, is not tolerated.  And, we need to take steps to truly get 
to know one another better.  Our students are stepping up with activities and with 
attitudes that show they want to sincerely be a school that welcomes people of all 
backgrounds and characteristics.  As our MLK guest speaker addressed our students, 
“There is really only one race—the human race.”   And, we need to acknowledge and 
value our differences, not ridicule them or “look past them.” 

New School-  By mid-February our district will be deciding whether we will be 
moving into the new school in December as anticipated under the original contract 
timeline, or in September.  Work is going very well and room assignments have 
already been made for staff.  But, we will not be moving in to a building that is not 
functional and ready.  Stay tuned. 

Transfer request—April for new students, including siblings--  The district has 
moved up its deadline for parents to file requests for transfers to a school that is not 
your home school.  For students who are in the district, you must file that transfer 
request by early April.  Even if a sibling is already transferred, the new student must file 
a transfer request, as well.  Please contact the district office or your home school to 
answer questions or get the necessary paperwork. 

Thank you to all of you who donated money, material and time to CHS.  Reams of 
paper, printers, laptops, classroom sets of books, copying services and much more 
have been given to our staff and students to help us through the year.  Your continued 
support is greatly appreciated.  Maybe even consider putting yourself on a “Scrip 
Routine” where you use scrip purchased from Beyond CHS to donate %’s of the 
money you use every day on groceries, coffee, and more.  Thanks again to all who are 
helping so much.

Transfer Requests Deadline Changed  

For several years, the Corvallis School District has allowed parents to choose 
where their children attend school.  Parents may elect to send their student to any 
district school on a space-available basis as long as the parent provides 
transportation. 

Starting this year (2004-05), the Corvallis School District has changed the deadline 
for submission of transfer requests.  Transfer requests must be submitted no later 
than the second Friday of April for the 2005-06 school year.  Transfers received by 
this date will be approved if space is available in the school. 

If the transfer requests outnumber the space available in a school (or specific 
grade level), a lottery will be held to determine who will attend and the order of the 
waiting list. 

Transfers submitted after the second Friday in April will be considered on a case-
by-case basis only.  

The district changed this date to help stabilize student schedules, staffing and 
budgets at each school.  In previous years, transfer requests submitted in late spring 
and over the summer have caused disruptive last minute changes in class schedules 
and staffing. 

Once a transfer request is approved, it remains in effect until the student completes 
the highest grade in the school; a parent request that the transfer be rescinded; or a 
school administrator revokes the transfer for reasons including erratic attendance, 
unsatisfactory academic performance, or misconduct. 

Parents are responsible for providing transportation for transfer students.  In some 
cases, a transfer student may ride a bus already going to the transfer school if there is 
room on the bus.

Most students needing 
immunizations have received a letter from the 
school.  The state will be sending their 
exclusion letters on February 2.  Students in 
non-compliance will be excluded on February 
16.  The Benton County Health Department 
or your family physician can provide the 
needed vaccines.

FAFSA 
This is a reminder that FAFSA should be filed by now.  If you haven’t done it yet, go 

to www.pin.ed.gov and get your pin numbers (one for the student and one for the 
parent) so that you can sign your FAFSA on line.  Then go to www.FAFSA.ed.gov and 
complete your FAFSA.  Always estimate your taxes for FAFSA – please don’t wait or 
your student will end up with loans instead of grants and work study money. 

Remember, the FAFSA stands for Free Application for Federal Student Aid.  You 
should never have to pay to file the FAFSA.  If the website is asking for a fee, then you 
are on the wrong site.  Other financial information that can be very helpful is found at 
www.finaid.org; and information on the Hope/Lifetime Learning Credit can be found at 
www.irs.gov.   

 

Scholarships 
Lots of scholarships are starting to come into Beyond CHS.  We have a file cabinet

A parent has 
reported that they were called about buying this CD, and that there was a lot of 
pressure as the person kept saying that they should take the SAT as many times as 
possible, etc.  They also talked about a website that they could get this information 
from for $199.00.

It 
costs you nothing but a little time to purchase 
it. What is scrip? It is a gift certificate or card 
provided by many businesses which donate 
a percentage of the amount to CHS. Scrip is 
available in various denominations. Which 
businesses participate and how much do 
they donate? Fred Meyer (5%), Safeway (5%--
good for gas & prescriptions also), Richey's 
Market (5%), Bi-Mart (5%), Beanery (10%), 
Starbuck's (7%) Book Bin (10%), Border's 
(8%), Hollywood Video (15%), Burger King 
(10%), McDonald's (25%), Woodstock's 
(10%), and Home Grown Gardens (6%).  

How do I buy scrip? Order forms will be 
available in Beyond CHS (Room 209) or on-
line at the CHS website in the CHS 
Newsletter.  (It is too expensive to send order 
forms with the newsletters as they are 
mailed out, so please print out your own 
form).  Or, we can mail you forms (contact 
Anne at 929-5292). 

Orders and checks (made out to CHS 
Parent Connection) can be put in the SCRIP 
order box in Beyond CHS or mailed to the 
CHS Parent Connection, CHS, 836 NW 11th 
Street, Corvallis, OR, 97330.  Orders are 
called in through the Corvallis Public Schools 
Foundation on the first and third Mondays of 
the month.  When your order is filled (usually 
by the next Friday) you will be notified by 
phone or email and a parent or student can 
pick the scrip up in Beyond CHS.  The only 
trick to scrip is getting into the routine of 
buying it. It's easy to use. Make a 
commitment to CHS and make the effort to 
buy and use scrip every month!
