AGENDA:

1. Inform students of data collection / investigation changes.

2. Permission slips for Biology and Field Biology Classes.

· The number of samples from nearly all of the groups had to be modified.  The master list of samples that will be collected and analyzed using INAA is posted on the website.  Groups are to inspect the list and modify their investigation as needed based on the samples that will be allowed.  Samples highlighted in green are samples that are specific to certain groups.  These samples CANNOT be shared among groups.  Samples that are not highlighted can be shared between groups.  Some groups have been indicated that will collect certain samples.  These groups will mark their sites.  Other groups are free to then go to the same site and collect a sample from this site for their experimentation.

· Time was given for groups to process this information and make adjustments in their investigations.

· Field Biology and Biology students will be asked to return permission slips.

· On 11/18, Susan Castillo will visit the classroom during D block.

· The initial list of items that students need to bring with them on the 11/20 field trip was discussed.  All groups are responsible for collecting the materials they will need for the field trip.  If the group is expecting the science department to supply something, students must inform Mr. Bregar, Mrs. Hee, or Mr. Kirsch so that they can add this to their own list.

· Groups were given time to assign tasks to individuals in order to gather materials required for the 11/20 trip.  These materials are to be brought to the 11/18 class meeting.  The responsibility for obtaining in-the-field samples rests with the groups themselves.  Some one from the group must go on the field trip, or they must make arrangements with another group.

· A rough count as to the number of students who will be going on the trip was obtained.

· Blank PO's were provided.  Students filled them out -- if groups lacked all of the required information to fill them out – they will need to get the information and then submit the completed PO.

· If your group is not waiting for samples from Sweet Home, groups are to start their investigations ASAP.

· Groups needing to get permits (i.e. the fishermen) need to obtain these.

· Groups needing water samples were given a packet of information regarding well owners.
