· Brian:  Received new GC syringes.  Usually, more sample yields better indications, however it does not appear to be a linear relationship.  Brian has a calibration curve – today’s trial covered a range of 0.1 to 0.2 micro liters.  Currently calibrating up to 500 PPM.  He doesn’t know how low he can go and still get accurate readings but increasing sample size should allow for more accurate numbers.  Will need to be down to the .5 PPM.  Next step will be to perform some dilutions to get a sense for how sensitive the detection limits are.
· It was agreed that at the next meeting at CV, a representative from each of the CV student groups will attend.  This will be more of a who-is-who meeting.  Such meetings will probably continue, and should probably be on a weekly basis (for consistency).

· Most CVHS students will be working on project work during C-block (11:15 – 12:50) each day.  There are five groups working on the project B-block (meeting 9:30 – 11:05).

· There is a consensus that there should be a final celebration event of some kind.  This has been tentatively slated for June 8th.

1. Obtain water content prior to the 10 micron filter and prior to the engine using the GC.  Beth to redo drawing.  (Hannah, Beth, Alex)
2. Obtain annual gas sampling data from Steve King – from last meeting.  (HANNAH)
3. Do a low PPM check / calibration for the GC.  To do this, Brian needs a gas sample.  (BRIAN)
4. Obtain a gas sample at the landfill.  Joe to develop a procedure for gas sampling.  Joe will meet Hannah out there on Friday, 2/25/05.  (JOE BILLO, HANNAH)
5. Wish to determine whether or not gas degrades/changes with time once it is collected within the sample bags.  (BRIAN/HANNAH/CVHS STUDENTS)
6. Sci-Fi Find Scholar – Alex will attempt to use this search engine and look for other studies that have been done regarding landfill gas compositions.  A focus should be on the King County landfill up in Washington.  (ALEX)
