Alternative Reformation -  

· Sulfatreat – OSU has tested it’s performance; the test failed.  Almost immediately there was H2S breakthrough.  It looks like, in order to react with the H2S, there must be some retention time.  The shape used (a small glass tube) likely did not accommodate for a long enough retention time.  Also, a lack of packing likely allowed for gas bypassing.  In the narrow tube, we aren’t allowing for this.  A new experiment is required to allow for additional retention time.

· Sulfatreat the manufacturer indicated to increase the diameter and reduce the flow rate to increase the retention time.
· Sulfatreat – will plan to start with high flow rate and then back flow rate down until outgoing gas shows no H2S breakthrough.
· Tyler’s group needs to get a hold of Skip so that they can perform some computer modeling.  Mr. K will attempt to borrow a copy of ChemCad.  Tyler also needs a mentor  -- a crash course in ChemCad.
