Feedback for SOFC Presentation – MR. Kirsch’s feedback.

I realize that it is a work in progress.  My suggestions:

· Is silica gel the only option out there for removing sulfur?

· Slide 8:  Process diagrams should have the beginning of the process (i.e. the landfill) on the left side of the diagram so flow generally goes from left to right.  Otherwise, it is potentially confusing, especially when you are expecting your audience to understand your graphic in only a few seconds.

· Superscript and subscript numbers and letters where appropriate.

· Slide 12.  Has great information that needs to be shared.  But there is way too much text here.  Remember, bulleted points to use as a guide / outline is what power point slides are for.

· Slide 13:  Indicate the equivalent mass of water needed.

· Slide 23:  Rename this.  Your assumptions are definitely not random.  They are critical and are essential for us to understand if we are to take and run with your work next year.

· Slide 24:  If sulfur isn’t a byproduct of a fuel cell, where does it go then?  Do you address this elsewere?

· Diesel engines are mentioned throughout.  Just call them gas engines – they do not burn diesel fuel.

· Slide 27 – good info, but again, probably too wordy.

· It looks like there is quite a bit of work to do this weekend.
