Sweet Home Project Presentation Guidelines

Biology, Field Biology, Physics

Here is the format for your final presentation.  The final presentations will be held on the last two days of the quarter – Tuesday, January 27 and Wednesday, January 28.  The final presentation schedule (indicating which group will present when) will be communicated to you at a later date.  Each group member should contribute equally during the presentations.  Groups will have approximately 10 minutes to present their findings.  All group members are required to participate in the presentation with each group member’s presentation being roughly 2 minutes each.  The audience will be composed of students, parents, school administrators, mentors, and interested community members.

Requirements:

1.
Must be created in PowerPoint.

2.
Time constraints and the number of groups require that presentations be concise.  Specific focus should lie in sharing your group’s question, summarizing your methods, summarizing your results and conclusions, and briefly suggesting the next logical steps for your investigation were it to be continued.  Please abide by the following outline:

a.
Your group’s questions and methods (2 slides maximum for stating your question and summarizing your methods)

b. Results (2 slides total to display your results – hopefully in the form of a graph, map, or other)

c. Conclusions (1 slide to summarize your major conclusions – be sure to support them with your data and results, but don’t necessarily do so on your slide)

d.
Connections (1 slide aimed at describing how the group’s presentation fits into the larger picture)

e.
Next Steps (1 slide identifying what the next steps would be to continue your investigation, or what would be changed if your investigation is later repeated by others) - thank anyone who provided you with help

3.
Should be a minimum of 2 minutes and a maximum of 4 minutes per person.  This will vary some between groups since groups have varying numbers of people.

4.
Each group member should be prepared for detailed questions from audience members.

5.
Suggestions:

· Do not use sounds.

· Minimize the text used on each slide.

· Use the slide as a prompt for your discussion, as an outline.

· Animate your presentation so that text appears one item at a time with a click of a mouse – this will help you pace your presentation.

· Pictures and graphics are good, but don’t place text on pictures.

Important Note:

· In order to make sure that the computer equipment is loaded and ready to go with everyone’s presentation, you MUST submit an electronic copy of your presentation by 3:00 PM Monday, January 26th to Mr. Bregar.  You can save your presentation on a CD-ROM, a floppy disk, or a zip disk in Microsoft Windows format, or you can save your presentation to your H drive and then copy it to the HP computer in E-8 on the north wall.  If Mr. Bregar does not have access to the final copy of your presentation by the above time, you will get NO CREDIT.  Please plan ahead so your presentation is ready on time!

You will be graded according to the following rubric:

Ideas/Content:

· Accurate scientific material
